ManarasaoTrA HicHWAYS ACT.

No. PPP. 2016/C.R. 371/Road-8.—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and
clauses (d-2), (d-3), (d-4), (d-5), (d-6), (d-7), (d-8), (d-9), (d-10), (d-11), (d-12), (d-13), (d-14), (d-15),
(d-16), (d-17), (d-18), (d-19) and (q) of sub-section (2) of section 71 of the Maharashtra Highways
Act (LV of 1955), and all other powers enabling it in that behalf, the Government of Maharashtra,
hereby makes the following rules, the same having been previously published as required by
sub-section (1) of section 71 of the said Act, namely:-

1.Short title.- These rules may be called the Maharashtra Highways (Formulation and
Implementation of Land Pooling Scheme) Rules, 2016.

2. Definitions.-(1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,-
() “Act” means the Maharashtra Highways Act (LV of 1955);

(b) “agency” means an agency appointed by the Government to maintain the common
infrastructure facilities and collect the necessary user charges for such infrastructure maintenance
in the New Town;

(¢) “boundary mark “ means any erection, whether of earth, stone or other material,
and also any hedge, unploughed ridge, or strip of ground, or other object whether natural or
artificial set up, employed, or specified by a survey officer or revenue officer having authority in
that behalf, in order to designate the boundary of any division of land,

(d) “Collector” means the Collector of revenue district and includes the Additional
Collector and Deputy Collector designated by the State Government to perform the functions of
the Collector, under the functional and administrative control of the Collector, in the district;

(e) “developed non-agricultural plot or land” means a plot or land of a size to be
determined and allotted in the New Town to the land owners or persons interested who have
voluntarily participated in the Land Pooling Scheme;

(f)  “development” with its grammatical variations means the carrying out of buildings,
engineering, mining or other operations in, or over, or under, land or the making of any material
change, in any building or land or in the use of any building or land or any material or structural
change in any heritage; building or its precincts and includes demolition of any existing building,
structure or erection or part of such building, structure or erection; and reclamation,
redevelopment and lay-out and sub-division of any land; and “to develop” shall be construed
accordingly;

(g) “Development Control Regulations” means the regulations made for the development
of area, declared by the Government, from time to time, under the Maharashtra Regional and
Town Planning Act, 1966 (Mah. XXXVII of 1966);

(h) “development plan” means a plan for development or re-development of the area
within the jurisdiction of a Planning Authority and includes revision of a development plan and
proposals of a Special Planning Authority for development of land within its jurisdiction;

(i) “Form” means the Form appended to these rules;
(j) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra or State Government;

(k) “infrastructure” means roads, streets, open spaces, parks, re-creational grounds,
play grounds, sports complex, parade grounds, gardens, markets, parking lots, primary and
secondary schools, colleges and polytechnics, dispensaries and hospitals, water supply, electricity
supply, street lighting, sewerage, drainage, public works and includes other utilities, services
and conveniences;

(I) “Land Pooling Ownership Certificate” or “Certificate” means the Land Pooling
Ownership Certificate issued by the Highway Authority under sub-section (1) of section 19N;
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(m) “local authority” means any authority, Municipal Corporation, Municipal
Council, Nagar Panchayat, Industrial Township, Planning Authority, Zilla
Parishad, Panchayat Samiti and Village Panchayat and other local self-
Governments constituted by law; and also includes development authorities or

other statutory or non-statutory bodies;
(n) “section” means a section of the Act;

(o) “website”, in the context of Land Pooling Scheme, means official website of
the Highway Authority and the Competent Authority;

(p) the expressions “land”, “land owner”, “person entitled to act” and “persons
interested” shall have the same meanings as assigned to them in the Right to Fair
Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and

Resettlement Act, 2013 (Act No. 30 of 2013).

(2) Words and expressions used but not defined in these rules shall have the
meanings assigned to them in the Maharashtra Highways Act (LV of 1955), the
Maharashtra Village Panchayats Act (III of 1959), the Maharashtra Regional and
Town Planning Act, 1966 (Mah. XXXVII of 1966), the Maharashtra Land
Revenue Code, 1966 (Mah. XLI of 1966), and the Right to Fair Compensation and
Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 (Act
No. 30 of 2013).

Proposal of Scheme.- (1) The Highway Authority shall, after the Government has
declared the Land Pooling Scheme (hereinafter referred to as "the Scheme") for
the purpose of making land available for the construction of highway and
development of New Town, and the benefits to be given to the land owners or
persons interested participating in the Scheme, identify the area for the Scheme,
either on its own or based on the applications received from the land owners or

persons interested.

(2) The Highway Authority, thereafter, shall initiate the Scheme for the identified

arca.

Procedure for lands falling in the Scheduled Area.- (1) 1f the land intended to be
included in the Scheme is situated in the Scheduled Area, the Competent Authority
shall, before declaring its intention of the Scheme, consult, in such a manner, as

provided in the provisions of the Panchayats (Extension to the Scheduled Areas)
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Act, 1996 (Act No. 40 of 1996), the Maharashtra Village Panchayats Act (III of
1959) and the Maharashtra Village Panchayats Extension to Scheduled Areas
(PESA) Rules, 2014.

(2) The Competent Authority and the Highway Authority shall ensure to
safeguard all the protections provided to the Scheduled Tribes and Scheduled
Castes families / members living in the Scheduled Areas as provided in sections
41 and 42 of the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land
Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013, in cases where they are

voluntarily participating in the Scheme.

Application for inclusion of land.- (1) The land owners or persons interested
voluntarily participating in the Scheme shall submit the application for inclusion
of their land for the development of New Town and the construction of highway in

Form-14 and Form-1B, respectively, to the Highway Authority.

(2) The Highway Authority shall forward the proposal for initiating the Scheme
for the development of New Town and the construction of highway under the

Scheme in Form-2A4 and Form-2B, respectively, to the Competent Authority.

Declaration of intention of Scheme.-(1) The preliminary notification under sub-
section (1) of section 19G shall include the details of the broad objectives of the
Scheme, area, survey numbers or gut numbers, as the case may be, as per the
available revenue records, the benefits to the land owners or persons interested as

declared by the Government, and other salient features.

(2) The Competent Authority shall publish the preliminary notification in Form-3,
issued under sub-section (/) of section 19G, calling for objections or suggestions,
as well as consent for voluntary participation in the Scheme, from the land owners
or persons interested, whose lands are included in the Scheme, within forty-five
days from the date of receipt of proposal of the Scheme from the Highway
Authority.

(3) The land owners or persons interested shall submit their objections or
suggestions for the Scheme in writing in Form-4 to the Competent Authority or

appear before it, within forty-five days from the date of such publication.

(4) The land owners or persons interested shall submit their consent for voluntary

participation in the Scheme in writing in Form-5 with undertaking-cum-affidavit
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to the Competent Authority, within forty-five days from the date of such

publication.

(5) The consent for voluntary participation in the Scheme given by the land
owners or persons interested as provided in sub-section (2) of section 19G of the

Act shall be irrevocable.

(6) The objections or suggestions received from the land owners or persons
interested as provided in sub-rule (3) will be inquired into, and the concerned
person will be at liberty to appear in person or through an advocate or any legal
person to adduce any evidence, either in oral or documentary, in support of his

objections or suggestions.

(7) The Competent Authority shall, after considering all such objections or
suggestions received, forward such copy of the record and its proceedings held by
it together with the report settingforth its recommendations on the objections or
suggestions to the Highway Authority in Form-6A4.

(8) The Competent Authority shall forward the consents received under

sub-rule (4) to the Highway Authority in Form-6B.

(9) The Competent Authority shall carry out the joint measurement survey of land
notified under sub-rule (2).

(10) The Competent Authority shall thereafter, submit the report of the joint
measurement survey of the notified land as provided in sub-rule (9) to the

Highway Authority, in Form-6C.

Issuance of final notification of Scheme.- (1) The Highway Authority shall
consider the record and report of the Competent Authority specified in sub-section
(3) of section 19G, the consent received thereof as provided in sub-rule (§) of rule
6 and the report of joint measurement survey of the land thereof as provided in

sub-rule (10) of rule 6.

(2) The Highway Authority shall thereafter, determine the extent of area and the

boundaries thereof to be included in the Scheme with or without modifications.

(3) The Highway Authority shall upon such determination as provided under
sub-rule (2), with prior approval of the Government, publish the final notification

of the Scheme under sub-section (4) of section 19G in Form-7.
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8. Procedure for verification of title of land and extent of consent.- (1) The
Competent Authority shall on publication of the final notification under sub-rule
(3) of rule 7, issue individual notices in Form-8 to the land owners or persons
interested, asking them to submit applications, in writing, within forty-five days, to
the Competent Authority or appear before it, alongwith the land ownership
records, tenure details and any other details required, for voluntary participation in
the Scheme and for filing objections relating to the ownership of land and extent

of consent thereof.

(2) The Competent Authority shall serve such notice in the manner prescribed

under section 70.

(3) The Competent Authority shall, within thirty days from the last date for
receipt of applications from the land owners or persons interested, verify the title
of land and extent of consent thereof with reference to revenue records, registered

documents and other relevant records relating to the ownership of land.

(4) The Competent Authority shall publish the list of land owners and persons
interested, who have voluntarily participated in the Scheme in Form-9, on the
notice board of the office of Competent Authority and the office of Highway
Authority, also upload the same on the website of Competent Authority and the
website of Highway Authority for inviting objections relating to the ownership of
land, from the land owners or persons interested therein within thirty days from

the date of such publications.

(5) The Competent Authority shall within thirty days from the last date of filing of
objections from the land owners or persons interested, and also in case of
Government land, assigned land, endowment land, wakf land, bhoodan land or
such other categories of land, conduct a field verification and verification of land
records for clarification of the occupancy or veracity of ownership or claim of the
applicant land owners or persons interested, itself or upon requisition of the

Competent Authority to the Collector in Form-10.

(6) The Competent Authority shall, within thirty days from the last date of filing
of objections from the land owners or persons interested, verify the title of land
and extent of consent thereof with reference to revenue records, registered

documents and other relevant records of ownership of land.
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(7) The Competent Authority shall, after considering all such objections, pass the
appropriate order relating to the ownership of land and extent of consent thereof,
recording the reasons for confirming the acceptance or otherwise, of the

applications under his seal and signature in Form-11.

(8) The Competent Authority shall prepare a list of the land owners or persons
interested who have not given consent for voluntary participation in the Scheme

and submit its report thereon to the Highway Authority in Form-12.

Procedure to hold inquiry in disputed ownership.- (1) The Competent Authority,
may hold an inquiry in the cases of dispute over the claim of the ownership under
sub-section (/) of section 191, at any time, before the final allotment of the

developed non-agricultural plot or land under the Scheme.

(2) The Competent Authority shall serve the notice to the land owners or persons
interested in the manner prescribed under section 70, for submission of application
with relevant documents related to the ownership of land to the Competent

Authority or appear before it, within thirty days from the date of such notice.

(3) The Competent Authority shall, within thirty days from the last date of the
receipt of application as provided in sub-rule (2), from the land owners or persons
interested, verify the title of land with reference to revenue records, registered

documents and other relevant records of ownership of land.

(4) The Competent Authority shall, after considering all such applications, pass
the appropriate order after recording the reasons regarding the ownership of land,

under his seal and signature.

(5) The Competent Authority shall submit its report along with details of orders
passed to the Highway Authority in Form-13.

10. Preparation of list of eligible land owners or persons interested to participate in

Scheme.- (1) The Competent Authority shall, after verification of title of land and
extent of consent under rule 8, and after holding inquiry in disputed ownership
under rule 9, prepare the list of eligible land owners or persons interested with
extents of land owned by them and entitlement of developed non-agricultural plot

or land of a size to be determined as per the Scheme in Form-14.
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The Competent Authority shall submit list of eligible land owners or persons
interested to the Highway Authority for allotment of developed non-agricultural

plot or land under the Scheme.

The Competent Authority shall publish list of eligible land owners or persons
interested on the notice board of its office and office of the Highway Authority.

The Competent Authority shall upload list of eligible land owners or persons
interested, on the website of its office as well as on website of the Highway

Authority.

The Competent Authority shall keep list of eligible land owners or persons
interested, contents thereof and related records open for inspection of the land
owners or persons interested including the public at its office and office of the

Highway Authority during the office hours.

Execution of Agreement.— The Highway Authority shall, after considering the
report of the Competent Authority related to the eligible land owners or persons
interested under the Scheme, enter into an agreement in Form-15, with them for
giving irrevocable powers to the Highway Authority for altering the boundaries,

development and make requisite changes in the area under the Scheme.

Request for joint or common allotment of developed non-agricultural plot or
land.- (1) Two or more land owners or persons interested who have voluntarily
participated in the Scheme, may request in Form-16, for joint allotment of the
developed non-agricultural plot or land as a common developed non-agricultural

plot or land.

(2) The land owners or persons interested who have voluntarily participated in the
Scheme, may request in Form-17, for common allotment of the developed non-

agricultural plot or land for two or more original plots or land belonging to them.

(3) The Highway Authority may consider the requests made under sub-rules (1)
and (2) and pass suitable order.

Preparation and publication of draft layout of New Town.- (1) The Highway
Authority shall prepare the draft layout of the land including in the boundaries of
New Town. The draft layout shall include all the lands, whether the land owners or

persons interested have voluntarily participated or not in the Scheme.
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(2) The Highway Authority shall prepare the draft layout of such land as per the
Scheme declared by the Government in conformity with the provisions of the

applicable Development Control Regulations.

(3) The Highway Authority shall publish the draft layout of such land in Form-18,
calling for objections or suggestions of the land owners or persons interested, who
have voluntarily participated in the Scheme within forty-five days from the date of

publication of such draft layout.

(4) The Highway Authority shall publish the draft layout of such land on the
notice board of its office and office of the Competent Authority.

(5) The Highway Authority shall upload the draft layout on the website of its
office and website of the Competent Authority.

(6) The Highway Authority shall keep the draft layout and contents thereof and
related records open for inspection of the land owners or persons interested
including the public at its office and the office of the Competent Authority during

the office hours.

(7) The land owners or persons interested shall submit their objections or
suggestions in Form-19, in writing to the Highway Authority or appear before it
within forty-five days from the date of publication of the draft layout or within the
period extended by the Highway Authority, from time to time.

Publication of final layout of New Town.- (1) The Highway Authority shall
consider such objections or suggestions of the land owners or persons interested,

on the draft layout, or hear them, as it thinks necessary.

(2) The Highway Authority shall, thereafter, modify the draft layout if required, as
it thinks fit.

(3) The Highway Authority shall, thereafter, publish the final layout under sub-
section (4) of section 19K, in Form-20.

(4) The Highway Authority shall publish the final layout on the notice board of its
office and the office of the Competent Authority.

(5) The Highway Authority shall upload the final layout on the website of its
office and the website of the Competent Authority.
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(6) The Highway Authority shall keep the final layout and contents thereof and
related records open for inspection of the land owners or persons interested
including the public at its office and the office of the Competent Authority during

the office hours.

Allotment of developed non-agricultural plot or land.- (1) The Highway Authority
shall allot the developed non-agricultural plot or land under sub-section (1) of
section 19M, to the eligible land owners or persons interested in the nearest New
Town, by draw of lots in an objective and transparent manner with due publicity

and under videography.

(2) The allotment of the developed non-agricultural plot or land under sub-rule (/)
shall be final.

(3) The Highway Authority shall prepare record and proceedings of allotment of

such developed non-agricultural plot or land by draw of lots.

(4) The Highway Authority shall publish the details of allotment of the developed
non-agricultural plot or land in Form-21 on the notice board of its office and the

office of the Competent Authority.

(5) The Highway Authority shall upload the list of such allotment on website of
its office and the website of the Competent Authority.

Land Pooling Ownership Certificate.- (1) The Highway Authority shall issue the
Land Pooling Ownership Certificate to the eligible land owners or persons

interested in Form-22 within forty-five days from the day of draw of lots.

(2) The Highway Authority shall submit the copies of the Certificates to the

Collector and the Tahsildar, for updation of land records.

Procedure for taking possession of land.- (1) The Competent Authority shall take
physical possession of the land included in the Scheme from the land owners or
persons interested to whom the Certificate is issued, by drawing the possession
receipt, the statement of the concerned land owners or persons interested and the
panchnama thereof, in writing, having full name and signature of the concerned,

with date and place.

(2) The Competent Authority shall, thereafter, hand over the physical possession
of such land as specified in sub-rule (/) to the Highway Authority, by drawing the
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possession receipt, in writing, having full name and signature of the concerned,

with date and place.

(3) The Competent Authority shall take the physical possession of the land
acquired as provided in section 19J, by drawing the possession receipt, the
statement of the concerned land owners or persons interested and panchnama
thereof, in writing, having full name and signature of the concerned, with date and

place.

(4) The Competent Authority shall, thereafter, hand over the physical possession
of such land as specified in sub-rule (3) to the Highway Authority, by drawing the
possession receipt, in writing, having full name and signature of the concerned,

with date and place.

Withdrawal of Scheme.- (1) If the Government is satisfied that, it is not possible to
implement the Scheme in the notified area, where the Land Pooling Ownership
Certificate is not issued to the land owners or persons interested, or the physical
possession of the land is not taken from the land owners or persons interested to
whom the Certificate is issued, the Government shall, by recording reasons

therefor, be at liberty to withdraw the Scheme from the notified area.

(2) Whenever the Government withdraws from any such Scheme, the Collector
shall determine the amount of compensation due for damages suffered by the land
owner or person interested in consequences of the notification or of any
proceedings thereunder, and shall pay such amount to the land owner or person

interested.

Implementation of Scheme.- (1) After publication of the final layout of New Town,
the Highway Authority shall take over all the lands reserved for the parks, play
grounds, open spaces, roads and other amenities which are deemed to be handed
over to the Highway Authority and enter the details in Form-23 in each separate

registers pertaining to each category.

(2) The final layout is a deemed layout for development permission by the

appropriate authority under the applicable law.

(3) The Highway Authority shall carry out the physical demarcation of roads and
plots or land of the final layout.
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(4) The Highway Authority shall complete the formation of the roads as per the

final layout.

(5) The Highway Authority shall hand over the physical possession of the
developed non-agricultural plot or land to the holder of the Certificate as per the
Scheme, by drawing the possession receipt, the statement of the concerned
Certificate holder and panchnama thereof, in writing, having full name and

signature of the concerned, with date and place.

(6) The Highway Authority shall develop the remaining infrastructure like street
light, solid waste management, sewage management facility, water supply, parks

and playgrounds and other amenities in a phased manner.

Completion of Scheme.- (1) The Highway Authority shall, within forty-five days
from the date of completion of development of infrastructure, publish a notice of
completion of the Scheme, in Form-24, duly furnishing the details of completion

of the works along with necessary infrastructure plans.

(2) The Highway Authority shall publish the notice on the notice board of its
office and the office of the Competent Authority and shall also, upload on its
website and the website of the Competent Authority.

(3) The Highway Authority shall publish the details of allotment of the developed
non-agricultural plot or land, in Form-25, within ninety days, from the date of
mutations as specified in sub-rule (2) of rule 16, in respect of the Certificate are
carried out in the revenue record, on the notice board of its office and the notice
board of the Competent Authority, and shall also, upload on its website and the
website of the Competent Authority.

(4) On verification of the above details, the Highway Authority shall issue the

Completion Certificate in Form-26 along with the final layout of New Town.

Charges for infrastructure maintenance.-(1) The Highway Authority with prior
approval of Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, levy
necessary user charges for infrastructure maintenance in the New Town, from time

to time.
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(2) The Highway Authority shall collect such charges after service of bills in the
manner prescribed in section 70, from the owners of the developed non-

agricultural plot or land.

Publication of notification.- (I) The Highway Authority or the Competent
Authority, as the case may be, shall publish notification to be issued under this
Act, in the following manner:-

(1) in the Maharashtra Government Gazette;

(11) 1in two daily newspapers widely circulating in the district;

(i11) conspicuous area of the offices of the Collector of revenue district, the
Highway Authority, the Competent Authority, the Sub-Divisional Officer,
the Tahsildar, the local authorities, the Sub-Registrar and the District
Registrar in the Scheme area;

(iv) upload on the website of the Highway Authority and the Competent
Authority; and

(v) in any other manner as may be decided by the Highway Authority or the
Competent Authority.

(2) The Highway Authority or the Competent Authority, as the case may be,
shall keep notification, contents thereof and related records open for
inspection of the land owners or persons interested including the public at

their offices during the office hours.

Extension of period.- (1) The Competent Authority may extend the period
provided in the rules with recording reasons therefor and with the prior written
consultation of the Highway Authority, from time to time, for the purposes of

implementation of the Scheme.

(2) The Highway Authority may extend the period provided in the rules with
recording reasons therefor, from time to time, for the purposes of implementation

of the Scheme.
